	Adela Quested, a young English woman, sets off to India to see how she would adapt to life there, and whether she really wants to marry Ronnie.

	She travels with Ronnie's mother, Mrs Moore, and on the train they meet Mr & Mrs Turton, an English couple with an important position in the colonial administration of their town in India.

	She seems rather disappointed with her welcome from Ronnie, and is worried that he may be becoming too much of a ‘Sahib’.

	While they all drive to their district from the station, two young Indians are knocked off their bicycles by the Turton’s carriage.  The Turtons don’t stop to help them, or apologise.

	One of them is Doctor Aziz, who we later see attending to the sick mother of his friend.  Just as he is about to join the family for dinner, he is called away by his boss at the hospital, Major Callender.

	As his bicycle has been damaged in the accident, he has to take a ‘tonga’, but when he arrives at the  house, he is told that the Major has left without leaving a message.

	As he is about to leave, frustrated by the wasted journey, two English women come out and take his tonga without considering him or asking him if they can use it. Feeling powerless, he lets them.

	To calm down, he goes to the mosque, and while there, he meets Mrs Moore, who has gone there to escape from a boring musical play she and Adela have been taken to see at the ‘Club’.

	To his amazement, Doctor Aziz finds Mrs Moore friendly and considerate, and she is delighted to be able to meet an Indian on equal terms.

	Both Adela and Mrs Moore want to see ‘the real India’, and Mr Fielding, a friendly English teacher at the local college promises to arrange a meeting, and at Mrs Moore’s suggestion, to invite Doctor Aziz.

	Doctor Aziz arrives at Fielding’s house, and is so pleased to be there that he offers to give him a ‘spare’ collar stud when Fielding, still in the shower, realises that he needs one.  This leaves Aziz without one.
